To mark the celebration of National Handloom Day on August 7, 2025, the Handloom Export 
Promotion Council (HEPC) proposes to organize a landmark B2B event – the India International 
Handwoven Expo (B2B Big Ticket Event) from August 7 to 9, 2025. This three-day 
international exhibition to be held at Bharat Mandapam, New Delhi, showcasing the rich legacy, 
innovation, and global potential of Indian handlooms.  
 
The event aligns with the Government of India's vision of promoting the handloom sector and 
commemorating the contribution of Indiaʼ s weavers to the socio-economic development of the 
country. It will provide a unique opportunity to bring together weavers, exporters, international 
buyers, policy makers, and design experts on a single platform. The event will have participation of 
about 100 overseas trade visitors from prominent textile importing countries and 200 exhibitors 
from all over India.  
 
Objectives: 

The main goal of the India International Handwoven Expo 2025 is to showcase the intricate 
craftsmanship to the importing community across the world on National Handloom Day. The event 
aims to connect exporters and weavers directly with international buyers, creating new 
market opportunities. It will also help educate and empower weavers by introducing them to 
current market trends and global quality standards.  
 
Special focus will be given to promoting the India Handloom Brand, GI-tagged products, and 
lesser-known traditional crafts. In addition, the expo will feature an Export Awards Ceremony 
to recognize outstanding exporters of handwoven products also a Theme Pavillion and Seminars. 
 
Products on Display: 

The India International Handwoven Expo will showcase the following diverse range of handloom 
products from across the country. 
 
The exhibition will include a diverse collection of fabrics, highlighting traditional, contemporary, 
and innovative weaves that reflect the rich textile heritage of India.  
 
A Collection of home textiles, featuring handwoven home décor, furnishings, Table linen, Bed 
linen, Kitchen linen, Bath linen, and accessories crafted by skilled artisans. 
 
Floor coverings such as rugs, carpets, and durries from various weaving clusters will be on 
display.  



 
Clothing accessories including scarves, stoles, shawls, dupattas, and other fashion items. 
 
Traditional dress materials – Sarees, Dhoties, Lungies, etc.   
 
Exhibitors: 

The India International Handwoven Expo will bring together a strong and diverse group of 
participants to ensure meaningful engagement and business opportunities. Around 100 member-
exporters of the Handloom Export Promotion Council (HEPC) will showcase their curated 
collections of handloom products, designed specifically for global markets. 
In addition, 100 individual weavers (holders of Sant Kabir, National Award/National Handloom 
Award, IHB registered and representatives of the handlooms organizations such as co-operatives, 
SHGs, PCs) from prominent handloom clusters across India will be invited to exhibit their 
traditional craftsmanship, offering a direct market link between heritage skills and contemporary 
demand. 
 
Visitors: 

To facilitate international trade and market exposure, the event will host 100 overseas buyers, 
primarily from the overseas countries showing a growing interest in sustainable and artisanal 
products. 
 
Besides, it will also have the visit of Buying Agents and leading Brands. 
 
This event will serve as an excellent marketing platform provided by HEPC exclusively for 
handwoven products to meet the international trade visitors at an affordable cost and within the 
reach since it is happening in India.
